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IMPORTANT NOTICE TO PRO SE LITIGANTS

RULE 56 MOTIONSFOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT

This Notice is to advise you that a party in your lawsuit has filed a motion for summary judgment pursuant to
Rule 56 of the Federa Rules of Civil Procedure, which means that summary judgment will be granted if the
Court finds that there is no genuine issue as to any materia fact and that the moving party is entitled to
judgment as a matter of law. Fed.R.Civ.P. 56(c).

Failure to Respond to This Motion For Summary Judgment May Result in The
Grant of Judgment in Favor of The Party Seeking Summary Judgment and The
Dismissal of All or Part of The Case.

Opposing Affidavits and Exhibits

Therefore, if the motion seeks summary judgment againg you, you MUST submit opposing papers in the form
of one or more dfidavits (or afirmations) made upon the persona knowledge of the person sgning each
dfidavit. Each afidavit must st forth admissble facts and mugt show that the person submitting that affidavit
is competent to testify as to the matters stated therein (because he or she has persona knowledge of the facts
st forth in the afidavit). If you wish to submit exhibits in oppostion to the motion, you may attach to the
afidavit (or submit separately) sworn or certified copies or al papers or parts thereof which are referred to in
an afidavit.

Statement of Material Facts Requiringa Trial

You MUST dso submit a separate, short, and concise statement of the materid facts as to which you contend
there exigs a genuine issue which mugt be tried. See Rule 56 of the Locd Rules of Civil Procedure (available
on the Wedtern Didtrict web site at www.nywd.uscourts.gov). Note that dl of the materid facts which have
been set forth in the datement served on you by the moving paty (which that paty dams are materid facts
about which there is no genuine issue to be tried) will be deemed to have been admitted by you unless you
controvert the factsin your statement of materid facts presenting a genuine issue requiring atrid.

M emorandum of L aw

You MUST dso submit a separate answering memorandum of law, Local Rue 7.1(e), which may not exceed
25 pages in length without prior approval of the Court, Locd Rule 7.1(f). Failure to comply may result in the
motion being decided againgt the non-complying party.
